Time for a “Clean Out™?

When challenged by the Pharisees over dietary regulations and ceremonial cleansing,
Jesus replies that it is not what we put into our mouths which make us ‘unclean’ but
what comes out of our mouths. Who can argue with such a line of reasoning? For
surely if we swear, or lie, or gossip, or say hurtful things, or are critical of others, it is
probably a clear indication that all is not well within, and indeed we may well be
considered ‘unclean’. Perhaps it's worth noting the term unclean rather than bad, or
wicked or evil.

What's going on inside when we lie, or gossip, or say hurtful things or swear? Does it
make us a bad person? Well | guess it's nothing to be proud of! But perhaps it's more
an indication of the hurts we carry deep within, or our fears and anxieties, our
insecurities or low self-esteem. | liken it perhaps to when we fall over, as | did the other
day. I noticed in the cut in my hand, where | had braced myself in the fall, were tiny bits
of gravel, dirt that if they were not removed could infect the wound.

We all carry wounds within us, hurts, tragedies, failures from the past; and it is only
time and the love of others which brings healing. But there are times when we need
to go deeper and remove the dirt around the wound, and ultimately it is only God who
can do this. We have to leave our wounds and the dirt at the foot of the cross, and as
we gaze upon Him, who hung on the cross for our sake, believe that by his stripes
(wounds) we are healed.

On the Sunday before Lent, we are reminded of that quite remarkable story of how,
Jesus leads Peter, James and John up the mountain to pray. As Jesus prays, He is
transfigured before the disciples’ very eyes and they see the full glory of Jesus as he
stands between Moses and Elijah. There before their very eyes is the fulfilment of the
Law and the Prophets. In conjunction with that Gospel reading is the story from the
Book of Exodus where Moses, having met with God returns to the Israelites but must
hide his face, because Moses’ face shines so brightly with the glory of what he had
encountered on the mountain.

When someone has been away on holiday, especially to a sunnier climate than our
own, it is possible to tell they have been away by their suntan. In the same way is it
possible to know if someone has been in the presence of God? | can think of one
person | know, whose face lights up every time he talks of Jesus. | just know that this
person must spend a lot of time with God for it is clearly visible in his face.

As we journey through Lent it is not too late to consider whether we spend enough time
with God. Is it reflected in what we say? Is it written on our faces? Repentance is not a
popular word these days, but perhaps we do need a change of heart and the way we
think, so that we realign ourselves with God and His values, and by His grace know His
righteousness deep within.
