It was a fun evening with a very
serious note. For those who have never undertaken afirst aid course | can recommend
for your own piece of mind that you do. Horse riding is a very dangerous sport and
many riders are injured every year. In the hope or reducing the risk of accidents on the



road to our members (and there equine friends!) we are currently purchasing hi vis
items. We got a grant from Lancashire Partnership for road Safety towards the cost of
this. We have decided that rather than buying what most riders already have it is best
if you tell us what you want! The grant means that you can then buy them off us at
half the retail price, which for many of the larger items means a considerable saving.
Most riders can afford a few hi-vis items for
themselves and there horses but the cost of big items
is often a problem. The current recommendation is
that both horse and rider wear 2 items each (at |east)
with one of those items on a moving part i.e. horses
legs.

Available are; exercise sheets, leg wraps, breast
plates, tabardsin avariety of colours (flashing
versions also available), hat bands and many more.

1of each wormer is sufficient for a pony for
ayear. If interested | need the money with your order.
